This week, Florida Commissioner of Agriculture Adam Putman announced            
that the Do Not Call Program will be offered to Florida residents for free. Dur-
ing the 2012 session, the Legislature passed HB 749, which removed the $10 
fee to register for the Do Not Call Program. The Do Not Call Program, which is 
maintained by the Florida Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, 
updates their list quarterly and is available upon request to solicitors. It is     
illegal for solicitors to make phone calls to numbers listed on Florida’s Do Not 
Call list. To no longer receive sales calls to your residential, mobile, or paging 
device visit www.800helpfla.com.

At long last, I am happy to report that the City of Fort Pierce has begun 
construction on its waterfront protection project. I was excited to attend 
the “Big Splash” event marking the beginning of the project. It has been in 
the works since hurricanes destroyed the Treasure Coast in 2004. This 18
-month project will rebuild the Fort Pierce City Marina and will create sev-
eral purposeful, tiny, man-made islands. These islands will provide neces-

sary habitat for birds and other 
animals, and will also protect city 
infrastructure by providing a buff-
er zone preventing massive 
waves from destroying the docks. 
I am thrilled to see these protec-
tionist measures being imple-
mented in the city, and am very 
happy to see this project moving 
forward for the city of Fort Pierce. 

This month, a presentation by The Mental Health Collaborative of Indian 
River County was offered to Secretary David Wilkins of the Florida De-
partment of Children & Families. The presentation highlighted two suc-
cessful projects that grew from the work of the Collaborative, including the 
Mental Health Association’s Walk-In Center, and the UF Center for Psy-
chiatry and Addiction Medicine.
